Welcome to the 1st edition of the
Gainsborough Greens Bulletin for
2009. The wet weather over thelast 3
months has once again been a major
issue for our golf course, therain
seems to never stop and once its does
the course is so wet it is taking days
instead of hoursto recover.

We have started cleaning out the drain
behind the current 8" green, this drain
is extremely overgrown which is not
allowing full water flow through to the
Pimpama River. The wet weather has
made this job difficult asthe ground is
too soft to get the appropriate
machinery in there to complete the job.
Hopefully we can get some sustained
dry weather in the coming weeks
which should allow usto get in and
complete the clean out process. | must
say abig thank you to Justin and his
team for getting the course back into
play as soon as possible after the rain
each time and also thank you to all the
members for your patience during this
extremely wet season we have had.
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Asl’'msureyou are al aware the
course layout was changed again on
the 12" January to allow the Gold
Coast Council contractors access to
finish the northern arm of the sewer
main on the 17" hole (old 16"). These
works were to be completed and
reinstated in 3 —4 months but again
with the amount of rain we have
received they have been held up. | can
assure you that the council and
contractor are doing there best to keep
the job on track but | know they are at
least 3 weeks behind schedule so
hopefully the rain can stay away and
they can finish and we can have our
course back to normal by mid year.

The one positive to come out of the
wet weather was that the annual greens
renovation recovered quicker than
usual, Justin and his team (which
included myself and Martin on the day)
renovated the greens for the 1% timein
2 years on the 2™ February. The
renovation was a success and the
weather allowed for avery quick
recovery. Thefollow up rain has
stunted growth alittle which Justin is
rectifying now the wet weather seems
to have stopped.

On the 30" January Mirvac Qld bought
100% share in Gainsborough Greens.
Mirvac Qld and City Pacific werein a




joint venture partnership since October
2006, but City Pacific decided to sell
thelir interest in Gainsborough Greens
which Mirvac Qld bought. The day to
day operations have not changed; all
that has changed is that Mirvac Pacific
which is the company that owns
Gainsborough Greensis now 100%
owned by Mirvac Qld. Thisisagood
time for our golf course and the future
development and we look forward to
working with Mirvac to continue to
improve our facility and help them as
they move forward with the
surrounding housing development.

On the 1% of January we welcomed
Rory Russdll as our new Trainee
Professional, Rory will be completing
a 3 year traineeship under Anthony, the
traineeship includes a business course,
club repair, lessons and of course
playing. Rory will be playing almost
every Monday in Pro-Ams around
South East Qld so if you would like a
game on aMonday see Rory and he
can let you know his schedule, | know
he would welcome some support as he
plays each Monday.

Well the last few months certainly
have been very busy on the Golf
Course, with plenty of rain to contend
with, this has certainly made keeping
the playing surfaces in good condition
very chalenging.

The large amounts of rain has caused
there to be quite afew wet scalded
areas around the course as well as quite
abit of damage from having carts on
the course in very wet conditions.. We
did manage to sneak agreens
renovation in between the rain this year
and the greens were recovering
extremely well but unfortunately the
last couple of weeks on February with
afair bit of constant rain has really had
adetrimental affect on the greens
fortunately we still have some growing
season to remedy the problem aress.




We have continued with the weed
eradication programme in fairways,
roughs and some tees; this has been
very successful with approximately
90% kill of target weeds, whilst this
has |eft some bare areas they are
recovering quickly with the warm wet
weather. The spot spraying programme
on the 2", 3" and 4™ holes has
removed approximately 70% of the
weeds so far, we are now letting the
grass cover the bare areas before
winter and depending what the winter
weather is like we may continue with
this programme or stop it until spring.

Asyou will have noticed the sewer line
works are continuing and are into the
final stage within the Golf Course, the
rain has aso been playing havoc with
the schedule for these and therefore
they are quite away behind schedule.
The works currently underway on the
old 16" Hole should be finished in 2-3
months with reinstatement to follow
and then we should be able to get back
to some more normal playing
conditions.

During the next couple of months we
will be continuing removing as many
weeds as possible preparing the course
for winter, whilst hoping the weather
gives us abreak, but if the long range
forecast is correct we arein for quite a
bit more wet weather for the next
couple of months just not as much as
up north we hope.

For al of the lawn proud members
most of you would have had trouble
keeping you lawn cut during the wet
weather, if you miss cutting for a
couple of weeks and the lawn gets very
long lift the height of the mower for
thefirst cut and the Slowly lower it to
the desired height over the next couple
of cuts. A golden ruleis not to remove
any more than one third of the length
of aleaf blade at any onetime. If you

have noticed crowsfoot weed popping
up inyour lawn again lately especially
in any shady, wet bare areas, The best
way istoremoveit on asmall scaleis
tojust dig it and try and remove any
problems such as shade and
compaction as these are things that
help the weeds do well and desirable
plants suffer.

Pro Tip — Chipping

The golden rulein chipping is. Fly the
ball aslittle as possible and roll the
ball as much as possible.

With that in mind, it isimportant to
understand the air-time/ground-time
ratios of shots hit with different clubs.
The selection of the correct club is
vital. You can chip with anything from
a 3-iron to a sand wedge depending on




the situation, but you must know the
following formulas (also illustrated in
chart above) to decide which clubis
required.

When you chip with a pitching wedge,
the ball will fly half the distance to the
hole and roll half the distance. When
you chip with an 8-iron the ball will fly
1/3 of the distance and roll 2/3. When
you chip with a 6-iron the ball will fly
1/4 of the distance and roll 3/4.

These formulas are based on a normal
paced, level green (asituation we don®
often find on the course), so if you are
going uphill you would need to go up
one club, and downhill requires going
down one club. If the green isfast you
again will need to go down one club
and if the green is slow you will go up
one club. I know this may sound
confusing at first, but once you
understand the basic formula, it really
isjust common sense.

Alwaystry to land the ball about 3 feet
onto the putting surface and let the ball
roll the rest of the way.
