The wet weather seems to be
behind us and the course is looking
fantastic, although we could use a little
rain to freshen the fairways up before
the hot summer.

Since the last bulletin we did get some
more rain in June which saw us close
the course for 4 days which brought
the yearly total for the 08/09 financial
year to 40 days closed due to wet
weather. This is not a figure any of us
are proud and one that has serious
affects on our income, members and
also the staff. Gainsborough Greens
employs 35 staff most of whom are
affected badly during these closures so
| can assure you that we are working
together with Mirvac to lessen the
down time from flooding in the future.
This process will take time but | am
confident you will see an improvement
with drainage issues in the coming
years.

Justin and his grounds crew have been
working hard over the winter months
to get through some much needed
maintenance jobs that can’t be done
during the summer growing season.

They have returfed the bare areas on
the 4" 5" and 18’ fairways. Had the
big trees cut down around th& and

5" greens that were causing major
shade problems, re landscaped behind
the 11" tee and replaced the faulty
irrigation on the 8 and 13" holes.

They have also finished off the
reinstatement of the old 16
hole/current 17 which by the time you
read this bulletin will be back in play.
Through the winter months the boys
take time off so we have most staff on
deck through the growing season so a
big thank you to all the groundies for
their hard work this winter, | think the
course is in the best shape we have
seen it for years heading into spring.

The 29 member’s guest day for 2009
was held on the Z50f July, from all
reports the day was another success
although those present had to put up
with me for 10 minutes talking on the
microphone whilst you ate. We will be
continuing these days and the morning
and afternoon shotgun format seemed
to work very well. The day was also
used to introduce you all to the
member advisory board or MAB for
short. There is a section on the club
website which gives you a small in
sight into the 4 members.

(QURSE UPDATE

Well the last couple of months have
certainly been challenging to say the
least with quite a lot of unseasonable
rain in June and then very dry
conditions since, with August being
unseasonably warm. The wet weather
continued the problems with the greens
being too wet and lacking growth but
since we have been able to dry them
out and fertilize them heavily and they
are improving well. Never the less |
hate to say it but we could do with a
couple of inches of rain as the fairways
and rough areas are starting to loose
colour.

Around the rest of the course you may
have noticed we have turfed out the
major bare spots in thé'4and &'
Fairways left from weed spraying as
well as some major work to the tee
surround and trees on the™MBole, this
was to aid better light on the tee,
improve the shot for the lefties from
the back tee and to generally remove
an unsightly looking area.

Some of you may have also noticed
quite a few trench lines around the
course these are for varying reasons,
the ones around the greens were to cut
tree roots that were encroaching on the
greens and robbing nutrients and water
from the greens, and | must say it has
been a major success, as well on the 8
and 9" holes we have just finished
installing new irrigation control wires

as the old ones had not been working
for a couple of years. We also trenched
the tree roots on the 12ee while we
were at it to achieve a similar result as
we have gotten with the greens.

Most of the fairways, tees and some
surrounds have been treated for a weed
called Wintergrass and also Kikuyu.
Greens have also been treated for
wintergrass so you may see some small
dead weed on some of the greens in the
coming weeks. We have also taken the
opportunity to rebuild the bunker on
the 17" (par 3) while it was out of
play, with this we are trying a different
sand to the other bunkers so | would
welcome some feed back on what
people think of it.

| must also take this chance to thank all
of the members who take time to fill
divots on the course and not just your
own; it is very noticeable on the
fairways and tees not to mention the
amount of sand we have to out in the
sand bins lately. There have been some
comments made about the placement
of the sand bins on the back 9
especially the 17 this will be rectified

by the time you read this as the".7

(par 3) is back in play on the 3bf
August, new bunker and all.

Over the next few months we have the
Club Championships in September so
good luck to all of those competing, on
course no doubt the grass will begin to
take off soon and we will be flat out
mowing although we do intend to
continue with the weed treatment
programme around the course during
the warmer months as well as any tree
pruning and other improvements we
can make.

Pro Tip- Alignment

A vast number of

poor shots result

purely from

mistakes made

before the golfer

even starts his/her

takeaway. Grip, posture and stance all
play a big part on where that little
white ball goes but a very common
fault | also see is with alignment. The
problem occurs for two reasons; firstly




the misconception of where you
actually should be aiming; and
secondly, erratic alignment. The
second is fixed by regularly checking
your alignment both on the course (but
don’t hold up play) and on the practice
fairway. More importantly it is crucial
to understand how to line-up correctly.
Your feet never shouldctually point

to the target. They should be parallel
to the line drawn from the ball to the
target. A simple way to explain is to
imagine a train track; the ball is on the
right track (if you are a right hander)
and your feet on the left track. If you
put two clubs down parallel with the
right club pointing directly to the
target, you will notice that the left club
appears to point well left of the target
(more so with a driver as you are even
further away from the ball). This is an
optical illusion however because if you
followed that train track to the target,
the left track would only miss the
target by the same two to three feet that
it started at. Not only your feet but
your whole body should be parallel to
this right hand club i.e. shoulders, hips
and knees. So before you start
analyzing your swing as to why you
are hitting the ball left or right, first
check where you are actually aiming.

If you need a bit of help with your

game or even a refresher it might be
time to book in for a 30 minute check-

up.
