There
are 3 new greens grasses planted and it
will be a great chance for us to see how
each grass copes in our environment.
This is being done so we can choose
the best new greens grass for the new
golf course being planned for the

future.

(QURSE UPDATE

Well we have certainly seen a
major change in the weather patterns
over the last 5 months where we have
only received 100mm in total and
63mm of that was in October,
unfortunately this rainfall did not
create any runoff for us and most of
our dams remain dry. We have pumped
out most of the course dams for
irrigation water and by the beginning
of December we will be buying water
from the cane farm behind the course,
so let us hope we get some useful
rainfall soon. (I did not think | would




ever say that again after the first 6
months of the year) All in all the entire
course has held up with improvements
to be seen in most areas of the course
especially the greens that were
extremely poor during the prolonged
wet weather.

Since the last newsletter we
have been continuing with the tree
pruning programme, doing a lot of
work on the irrigation system to
improve the coverage especially on
fairways, quite a lot of fertilizer has
gone out on greens and tees to improve
the surfaces and grass coverage and we
have completed a minor rebuild of the
chipping green. The Chipping Green
rebuild was done to trial newer grasses
for greens and surrounds as well as
trying newer bunker construction
techniques, the green has been planted
with 3 ultra dwarf greens grasses
which are

Verde”

(clubhouse

end), Tif eagle
“Tifeagle” Green

(middle) and “MS Supreme” (bottom
end) these were planted in early
October and are progressing well and
we hope to have people putting on
them by Christmas, the installation of a
matting underneath the bunker sand
was also completed, this will help by
stopping the bunker faces washing out
during heavy rainfall and also by
stopping contamination of the sand
from the underlying clay and stones, as
Murphy’s law would have it we have
not had any decent rain to test it since
it went in. And finally we are looking

at a slow growing form of couch
around the bunkers called “Plateau”
this if successful, will reduce the
amount of time we have to spend
trimming bunker edges. As the green
gets closer to opening we will hold an
information day for any interested

members to come and have a look at
the areas and ask any questions
regarding the work that has been done
on the green and surrounds.

Over the coming months we
will be starting the war on weeds again
with green surrounds, tees, tee sides
and some fairways especially 2, 4 & 5
in our sights so if you see some general
yellowing of
these areas
that is what
we are up
to, crows
foot weed is Crowsfoot
also Weed
beginning to rear it's ugly head again
as it does every year at this time so we
will be attacking it as well. Our annual
greens renovation will take place in the
first week of February 2010 as you will
be aware it is an important part of our
maintenance programme and we will
as always endeavour to have the greens
back in tip top shape ASAP following
this necessary disruption, we do
appreciate your patience during this
time.

I would like to take this
opportunity to wish everyone a Merry
Christmas and a Happy New Year
from myself and all of the Ground staff
and look forward to seeing you all
around the course in the New Year

For a fruity twist, you could stir
chopped summer fruit, such as
strawberries, pineapple, mango or
nectarine, into these cocktails at the
end of step 1.

White Christmas Recipe

This easy no-bake slice is very sweet and rich
SO cut it into small pieces to serve. For
Christmas gifts, package squares of White
Christmas in clear cellophane bags and tie with
ribbon.

250gCopha

1409 (1 cup) pure icing sugar

1809 (1 cup) sultanas

100g (slightly rounded 1/2 cup) chopped glace
cherries

100g (2/3 cup) finely chopped dried apricots
85g (1 cup) desiccated coconut

1069 (1 cup) full cream milk powder

409 (1 1/4 cups) rice bubbles

glace cherries

Line an 18cm by 28cm (inside top
measurement) slice pan with baking paper.

Melt Copha in a small saucepan over low heat.

Sift icing sugar into a large bowl. Add
sultanas, cherries, apricots, coconut, milk
powder and rice bubbles and stir until well
combined.

Add melted Copha to bowl and stir until well
combined.

Transfer the mixture to the prepared pan.

Firmly press the mixture into the pan using the
back of a spoon.

Tightly cover pan with plastic wrap or
aluminium foil, and then refrigerate until slice
is cold and set.

Cut White Christmas into small squares to
serve. Store in an airtight container in the
refrigerator.

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Pro Tip
Balance and timing = Power

All great players have the ability to
swing every club at a consistent tempo
and with great balance. Ten-time PGA
Tour driving accuracy champion
Calvin Peete (flash from the past) said
the three keys to straight driving are
"Balance, Balance and Balance."

The key to consistency is to maintain
your balance and use a smooth rhythm.
If you rush your swing and particularly
your backswing, you will loose your
balance and the end result is
inconsistent contact and poor ball

flight. Great rhythm allows you to
properly sequence your body motion
and arrive at impact in a position of
maximum leverage and power.

Although your spine is tilted slightly
away from the target at address, you
should have your weight evenly
balanced between your right and your
left foot. Also, you should feel your
weight evenly balanced between your
heels and your toes, roughly on the
balls of the feet.

As you pivot to the top of the back
swing, your weight moves into the
inside of the back foot. You should
feel approximately 75% of your weight
on the back foot and 25% on the front
foot. The weight must never move to
the outside of the back foot.




By the time you arrive at impact,
approximately 75% of your weight
should be shifted onto the front foot.

At the completion of the follow
through, you should have the majority
of your weight - about 90% - on the
outside of the front foot. This shows
you have driven your weight towards
the target. As a secondary test, see if
you can hold your finish position for 3
seconds and check where that weight
distribution is.

Good timing will get the very best out
of an average swing, but bad timing

will make the best swing very average.

So try dropping a few of your technical
thoughts in your swing and picking up
some rhythm.and if that’s not working,
perhaps its time for a swing check-up!
