(QURSE UPDATE

The year is certainly flying by with
winter fast approaching, the course
overall has been enjoying the drier
weather over the last few months and
is definitely improving.

We do still however have a few
problems; the B green is still giving us

a lot of headaches and we have sent
some more soil samples away for
laboratory testing, the results have
come back showing ERI disease for
which there is no curative control and
large amounts of Rhizoctonia (see
photos from microscope) which we
were very surprised to see as the green
was not showing the physical signs of
this on the surface We have been given
a programme of treatment for the next
3 months and we should start seeing
some improvement in the next month

or Sso.

One of the other major issues at the
moment is weed in the greens; this is
mainly a result of the weed seed being
transferred into the open greens during

the wet weather following renovations,
when the greens were thin and quite
open. We have just completed the first
application of three with an herbicide
to remove them; this was done via spot
spraying so you may notice them dying
out over the next month or so and
some localised yellow spots.

With the cooler months
approaching quite a few of our staff




will be taking annual leave. This is a
great time with growth at its slowest.

We will be attacking some jobs like
crown lifting trees, levelling some tees,
and hopefully some bunker upgrades
as well as some garden upgrading
around the clubhouse area.

As the cooler weather comes in
so does Winter grass (a pesky little
weed) it is quite easy to control but if
you can avoid getting it you do not
have to spray it. The weed likes moist
shady compacted areas with little
competition, so the best thing to do is
make sure your lawn is well fertilised
with a healthy dense sward, if possible
remove any shade and aerate any
heavily compacted areas as this will all
help you lawn out compete the weeds
which is by far the best way of
controlling them

IRISH STEW

Ingredients

* 500 g boneless lean lamb leg steaks,
trimmed of visible fat and each steak
cut into 4 pieces

* 1 kg floury potatoes, peeled and
thickly sliced

* 1 large onion, sliced

* 500 g carrots, thickly sliced

* 2 tablespoons chopped parsley

* 1 teaspoon fresh thyme leaves

* 1 tablespoon snipped fresh chives

* pepper to taste

* 450 ml hot reduced-salt lamb or
vegetable stock

* chopped fresh thyme and parsley to
garnish

Preparation Method

1. Preheat the oven to 160°C. In a large
casserole dish, make layers of the
lamb, potatoes, onion and carrots,
sprinkling each layer with parsley,
thyme, chives and pepper. Finish with
a layer of potatoes, then pour over the
stock.

2. Cover the casserole with a tight-
fitting lid and place in the oven to cook
for about 2 hours or until both the meat
and vegetables feel tender when tested
with a skewer.

3. Increase the oven temperature to
200°C. Remove the casserole lid and
cook for a further 20 minutes or until
the potatoes on top are golden-brown
and crisp. Serve hot, sprinkled with
more thyme and parsley.




IRISH SODA BREAD

Ingredients (serves 6)

4 cups flour

2 tsp bicarbonate of soda
1 tsp salt

60g butter, cubed

2-2 1/4 cups buttermilk

Method

Preheat oven to 190°C. Line a tray
with baking paper. Sift 4 cups flour, 2
tsp bicarbonate of soda and 1 tsp salt
into a large bowl.

Rub in 60g butter, cubed. Mix in 2-2
1/4 cups buttermilk to form a dough.
Bring together on a floured surface to
form a ball.

Shape dough into a 20cm round. Place
on the tray. Cut a cross in the top. Bake
for 35-45 minutes. Serve with butter
and golden syrup.
